On April 15, 1912, the great ship, the Titanic, sank on 

its maiden voyage in the frigid waters of the north 

Atlantic.  Almost a hundred years later, the tragedy 

continues to intrigue us.  Two mini museums called “The 

Titanic Experience” have opened in Tennessee and 

Missouri.  Artifacts and replicas of the ship’s features simulate what that ill-

fated voyage might have been like. The finale is particularly poignant.  The 

names of every passenger are displayed on a big wall at the end of the tour.  

The list indicates whether the person was a first, second, or third class 

passenger, or a crewman.  But no matter what their class, every one of those 

2,200 people appear on one of two lists:  saved or lost. 

Every person on the Titanic ended up listed one of two ways: saved or lost. 

Nothing else mattered.  Every person on earth, is on one of two lists in God's 

records: saved or lost.  As the last survivors of Titanic slip into eternity, they 

will be “saved” or “lost” forever.  So will all of us.  In 1 John 5:11-12, the 

Bible says: "God has given us eternal life, and this life is in His Son.  He who 

has the Son has life; he who does not have the Son of God does not have life."   

Our eternal destination is all contingent on one thing - whether or not we have 

the Son of God.  Not whether or not we have a good name, whether we have 

wealth, or even whether we have “religion,” but whether we have Jesus.  

With eternity in the balance, there is no good reason to risk another day on the 

list that says “lost.”       --Adapted from “A Word With You” Devotions                                     

“Then Peter said unto them, Repent, and be baptized every 

one of you in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of 

sins, and ye shall receive the gift of the Holy Ghost.
